She was named one of the top lawyers under the age of 
45 by The American Lawyer and has been recognized as an Alumni Honoree by 
Cardozo Law School’s Black, Asian, Latino Law Students Association. She 
received her JD, cum laude, from Benjamin N. Cardozo School of Law and her 
BA from New York University.
